Hello Everyone,
Thank you all for replying so quickly to these questions! We had 13 of 15 Board members reply.

e 1.a. Write your comments/suggestions/discussion — There were several comments with the
same gist; these were mine:

| found it extremely disappointing that the GSC was so disrespectful of the NCFC and all of
Todd's planning. However, it is not the first time we've gotten poor treatment! Whiteville's
museum was all set up during Linda's term in the fall of 2017 for our 2018 Fair to be there.
When | called them to confirm and start the planning in January of 2018, they said no and
gave no explanation! Nor did they ever apologize. | believe they got flooded in Hurr. Florence,
so we've not considered them. Anyway, it may be very difficult to schedule a 2021 Fossil Fair
anywhere because of the virus and unknowns. Museums and groups need lead time for
planning, and we'll likely not get that for 2021. It's a conundrum!

Conclusions:

e The 3-15-20 Board Meeting Minutes have been corrected (as per Gary and Trish’s suggestions)
and approved (see attached).

e We will cancel the 2020 Fossil Fair as it was planned at the GSC. I've emailed with Todd about
this and he will let the external organizations know (i.e. Smithsonian, Appalachian St U, AFM,
NCMNS, Duke Primate Ctr., VA Mus Nat Hist., Coll. of Charleston, Schiele).

e There were 5 (some conditional) Yes's for postponing the Fossil Fair to 2021 at the GSC (with
conditions...), and 8 No's.

e As you've probably already seen, the Board meeting to discuss book issues, and other things if
there is time, will be 7:30pm Thursday, 7-23-20.

e Lastly, though | forgot to make it an answerable question, a few people mentioned doing some
sort of NCFC virtual meeting in November (on the 7th?) instead of the Fair, but to have a
program with a speaker, or a panel discussion or short presentations on one subject, in
addition to the election results. I'd like to hear more ideas, or more specific ideas, which
maybe we can talk about at the book part of this Board meeting on Thursday next week!
