BUSINESS MEETING 

Announcements – 
• Congratulations to Linda McCall for being named the recipient of the prestigious Strimple Award 

of the Paleontological Society! This award is given for outstanding contribution by an amateur. 

Linda is the first woman to be granted this prize in its 37-year history!  

• Board meeting 7-13-16-20/7-23-20 highlights: new printer has been found for the club 

publications; discussed the possibility of e-books in lieu of CDs; we will have a meeting instead 

of the Fossil Fair, but use the same date; and the board is looking into possible locations for the 

2021 Fossil Fair.  On 9-9-2020 the board also approved sending calendars to the Smithsonian, 

NCMNS people, and quarry and other fossil collecting sites’ managers. Total expense: $145.60.
